Fundscrip Participation

Did you know that there is a novel way to
earn money for the Church and not have to lift
a finger?

It is a plan called FUNDSCRIP. Many popular
retailers take part in this fund raising plan and
if you go on GOOGLE and type in Fundscrip,
you can see them all. A few examples would
be L’Equipeur, La Senza, Bureau en Gros,
Best Buy, Petro Canada and Loblaws.

Now the process: These are gifts cards and
depending on the retailer, you can purchase a
$10.00, $25.00, $50.00 or $100.00 gift card.
You would give the money directly to me on a
Sunday after church, | would place the order
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and you would receive your gift card the
following Sunday. Each retailer gives a
percentage of the purchase to the Church. An
example of this would be — if you purchased a
$300 gift card from Loblaws, the church
would receive $9.00; if you ordered $50.00
from Chapters, the Church would receive
$5.00. Each retailer has their own percentage
to give — in the case of Loblaws it is 3%, in
the case of Chapters it is 10%.

As Christmas is right around the corner, this
might be a good time to think about the
purchase of gift cards through the church. All
it needs is a cheque or cash in the amount
you want to spend and | will do the rest —
including delivery. Of course, one must attend
church to be able to find me to do this! And |
am available every Sunday if that is what you
wish to do.

Last year we earned $390 from Fundscrip — |
would love to see that reach $1000 in 2011.

Here is the delicious recipe for the muffins
from the Harvest supper.

¥
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Roasted Squash/ Pumpkin cake

1 squash, 1-3/4 1b/875 g or 2 cups
canned pumpkin puree (not pumpkin pie
filling)

3 eggs

1-1/4 cups packed dark brown sugar

1 cup vegetable oil

2-1/2 cups all-purpose flour

2 tsp baking powder

1-1/2 tsp ground cinnamon

1 tsp baking soda

1/2 tsp ground ginger

1/2 tsp salt

1/4 tsp nutmeg
Preparation

Halve and seed squash; roast, cut side down,
on foil-lined baking sheet in 425°F (220°C)
oven until tender when pierced with fork, 30
to 60 minutes. Let cool. Scoop out flesh;
purée in food processor to make 2 cups (500
mL). (Make-ahead: Store in airtight container
for up to 24 hours.)

In large bowl, whisk together eggs, sugar and
oil until smooth. In separate bowl, whisk
together flour, baking powder, cinnamon,
baking soda, ginger, salt, cloves and nutmeg;
stir into egg mixture alternately with squash,
making 3 additions of dry ingredients and 2 of
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squash. Fold in walnuts (if using). Scrape into
parchment paper—lined 13- x 9-inch (3.5 L)
metal cake pan or 18 paper lined cupcakes.

Bake in 350°F (180°C) oven until cake tester
inserted in centre comes out clean, about 35
minutes. Let cool on rack for 15 minutes.
Remove from pan; let cool completely. For
cupcakes bake 18-20 mins.

Oatmeal Chip Bars

1 ¥2 cups all-purpose flour

1 tsp baking soda

2 tsp salt

1 cup butter, at room temperature
% cup brown sugar

2 cup granulated sugar

2 eggs

Finely grated peel of 1 orange
1 tsp vanilla extract

2 cups regular oatmeal

1 ¥2 cups chocolate chips

1 cup raisins(optional)

1. Preheat oven to 350F. Grease a 9 x 13
inch baking pan. Measure flour,
baking soda and salt into a medium-
size bowl. Stir with a fork until
blended.

2. In a large bowl, beat butter with an
electric mixer until creamy. Gradually
beat in brown and granulated sugar.
Then, beat in eggs, orange peel and
vanilla. Gradually beat in flour mixture
until blended.

3. Stir in oatmeal, chocolate chips and
raisings if using.

4. Press dough evenly into prepared pan.
Bake in centre of preheated oven for
18 to 20 minutes or until it starts to

come away form the sides of pan. It
may still be soft in centre but will
harden when completely cooled.
When cool cut into bars.

From the Mission and Service Fund
perspective....

As autumn sets in and we approach
Thanksgiving, images of food surround us.
Interestingly enough, | learned that the week
of October 10™ through to the 17" is
Churches Action for Food week and that
specifically October 16™ is World Food Day.
This year’s theme for world food day is “Food
Prices — From Crisis to Stability”. We are
reminded to be mindful of those who do not
have enough to eat or those who simply do
not have anything to eat and this begins
within the borders of our own community and
extends far beyond......

As a church we are responding by making
food part of our offering on the third Sunday
of each month. More recently, monies were
raised in a fundraiser (September 24") for the
breakfast program for children who live on the
West Island and attend schools under the
Lester B. Pearson school board.

And then looking afar we question if our
targeted donations to the Mission and Service
Fund for the drought in eastern Africa will
have such an immediate impact. But here the
issue is not a simple one. Devastating
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famines in countries such as Somalia are the
result of a complexity of issues: corruption,
war, and injustices of all kinds that are all
intertwined and are at the root of the situation.
In a recent article in the Globe and Mail
(September 13"
http://www.theglobeandmail.com/news/opinio
ns/opinion/shocking-images-arent-
enough/article2163269/print/) the writer urges
and challenges us not to simply become
cynical donors if our money does not directly
feed and become “the solution” to starvation.
She urges us to become informed donors
rather than cynical ones.

Our financial support can also extend to
action and even small ones can have an
impact. From some of the readings below we
are urged for example to buy locally produced
foods as this represents foods that have not
relied on extensive travel and thus greater
impact with regards to emissions. This is but
one small example.
